In a sentence, the noun or pronoun used as the subject controls the verbal form. It 

will become clear with examples given below. Gender of the subject does not 

control the verbal form. The adjective qualifying a noun and pronoun takes the 

number, gender and declension (later lessons) as nouns or pronouns it describes.
