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Emperor Vikramäditya (iv³maidTy) ruled from the city of 

Ujjayiné (%¾iynI) Ujjain (%¾En!) the capital of Mälva (maLv) 

empire, north of modern Sauräñöra (saEraò+) and a part of it. 

Kälidäsa (kaildas) was the most distinguished poet among 

the court poets of Vikramäditya (iv³maidTy). 
    

Kaliyuga (kilyug)  began with departing of Çré Kåñëa (ïIk«:[), 

ending Dväparayuga (Öapryug).  Beginning of Kaliyuga 

(kilyug) is used as reference in dating many events in history 

of Bhäratavarña (Éartv;R)  (India). In some traditions even 

now this dating system is used among others.  One such 
important date is mentioned by the great poet Kälidäsa 

(kaildas) the date of composition of Jyotirvidäbharaëam 

(JyaeitivRdaÉr[m!), an astronomical treatise in the following

(JyaeitivRdaÉr[m!),   Kälidäsa (kaildas) describes the date of  

commencement in composing Jyotirvidäbharaëam 

(JyaeitivRdaÉr[m!), probably in the month of Märgaçérça 

(magRzIzR). The date is in coded form of a verse and says 3, 067   

years have passed in Kaliyuga (kilyug),  (after departing of 

Çrékåñëa ïIk«:[), the age of  Kaliyuga (kilyug) at the time of 

composition of Jyotirvidäbharaëam (JyaeitivRdaÉr[m).  

 

According to  Vikramäditya çaka (iv³maidTy zk) presently 

(2011 AD) is used in Gujrät-Sauräñöra (gu¿at! saEraò+) is 2067 

vikrama year (iv³mv;R). The beginning of Vikramaçaka 

(iv³mzk) marked a major military victory by  the emperor 

Vikramäditya (iv³maidTy).  Kälidäsa (kaildas) composed    

Jyotirvidäbharaëam  (JyaeitivRdaÉr[m!) in the 21st  year of 

Vikramaçaka (iv³mzk). Accordingly the age of Kaliyuga 

(kilyug) (2067 + 3067 - 21) = 5,113 years ago (in 2011 AD). 

According to Çrémadbhägavatam (ïImÑagvtm!) Çrékåñëa 

(ïIk«:[) lived 125 years on this earthly plane.  
 

 



Conclusions 
 

Kaliyuga (kilyug)) 3,102  B.C. or 5,113 years ago in 2,011 A.D. 

Çrékåñëa’s birth  (ïIk«:[) 3,227 B.C. or 5,238 years ago in 2,011 

A.D. This date closely corresponds to date given in the 

article named “ Age of  Çrékåñëa (ïIk«:[) in which the dates 

were determined using the modern computer Skymap 
program.  It is very clear that historical information as 
described in many scriptures of India like  Bhaviñyapuräëa  

(Éiv:ypura[) is authentic.

mathematics or Gaëitaçästra (gi[tzaô) and its importance as
