In Saàskåtam verbal roots are called (xatu dhätu = verbal root, xatv> dhätavaù = verbal roots). These verbal roots are conjugated in various ways to differentiate, mood (grammtical) singular, dual or plural. Following are some examples. In these examples conjugations are used in present tense for third person, second person and first person (singular). Each conjugation is added to a noun or pronoun (subject) to form a simple sentence.  In due course of time, one learns hundreds of verbal roots and their conjugations.
